Infroduction

As the masajid remain closed indefinetly it is important for is as Muslims
that we observe Raomadan with religious commitment and conviction,
and to abide by all the Sunnahs as we have regularly done in prior
Ramadans. There fore Kalemah Islamic Cenire has developed a
Ramadan night prayer schedule to ensure that even though we pray
at home with our families, we still manage to complete the Quran in
the Taraweeh and Tahajjud.

The schedule has been very carefully prepared to ensure that the
reciter does not stop at any ayah that might be a cause for a change
of meaning in the verses.

The 1st page summarizes the distribution of the ayaat that will be
recited every night and from the 2nd page onwards there is a detailed
breakdown on how many ayaat have to recited in each rak’ah.

Lastly itis upon all of us to at least sincerely make the intention to follow
this schedule and try our best to follow it, because even if we fall short
of completing it we hope that in Allah will reward us for our intention.
It is reported that Allah said in a Hadeeth Qudsi “So whoever intends
to do a good deed but doesn’t do it, then Allah will write for them a
complete good deed” (Bukhari 6491)

We hope that you benefit from this schedule and InshaAllah are able
to complete the Quran this Ramadan.

May Allah accept this deed from us and make it of benefit to the
ummah. Aameen
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The states of the people who pray the night prayer

are three:

1: praying less rak’aat but elongating each rak’ah.
2: praying more rak’aat but shortening each rak’ah.
3: praying less rak’aat and shortening each rak’ah.

The first state is that of the Prophet alus 4le il la
Whoever described the prayer of the Prophet 4 L«
s ale from the companions like A'ishah and Abu
Dhar mentioned the long length of the Prophet’s =
alu s aile 4l prayer, so much so that the companions
feared that they would miss the Suhoor; however he
wouldn't increase from more than 11 or 13 rak’aat.

The second state is that of the companions and those
after them since they used to increase in the number
of the rak’aat and reduce the length of each rak’ah,
using the hadeeth of the Prophet alus 4ie &l JLa “The
night prayer is offered as two Rak’ah followed by two
Raok’'ah and so on, if anyone is afraid of the
approaching of dawn (Fajr prayer) he should pray
one Rak’ah and this will be a Witr for all the Rak’aat
which he has prayed before” (Bukhari 472) as an
evidence since it shows that the night prayer has no
limit.

The third state is not fit for a strong Muslim to follow
(except for kids and the weak) since it is not from the
actions of the Sahaba (companions) or even those
after them, and that is reduce the number of rak'aat
and shorten each rak'ah.
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Important points to note:

1) This schedule is to facilitate the completion of
the Quran during this Ramadan but it is not
compulsory to adhere to it.

2) It is adllowed for the one who hasn't
memorised the surah to read from the
Mus'haf during Taraweenh.

3) The number of Rak’aat for Taraweeh in the
first twenty nights is 8 rak’aat.

4) The Prophet s «le 4l L ysed to increase in
his worship during the last ten nights, hence
Taraweeh during this time will be 10 rak’aat
and Tahajjud will be 8 rak’aat.

5) This schedule doesn’'t account for the Shaf’
and Witr salah which are to be done at the
end of the Taraweeh and Tahajjud.

6) It is from the Sunnah that Witr Salah is the last
prayer you pray in the night. The Prophet =
alus ale Al said “Make Witr your last prayer in
the night” (Bukhari 953, Muslim 751). The least
that can be considered to be Witr Salah is 1
rak’ah.

/) Reading Surah A'la, Kafiroon, and Ikhlas
during the Shaf’ and Witr Salah is a Sunnah.

8) The portion for each Taraweeh will be around
14 pages every night, as for Tahajjud it will be
around 20 pages every night.
